Green (Old) Bridge
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Stary most sa svojou histériou a charakteristickou
siluetou stal symbolom spojenia dvoch brehov s roz-
dielnym urbanistickym vyvojom. Je jedinym mos-
tom, ktory md priame pesie napojenie na mesto

a jeho industridlna konstrukcia md paradoxne [ud-
sk a mestskd mierku. Najstarsi bratislavsky most
uz v sticasnosti nespliia niektoré technické kritéria
a jeho buddcnost sa stala aktudlnou témou. N3 nd-
vrh je prispevkom do otvorenej diskusie, ktord v dy-
namickom rozvoji mesta nesmie chybat.

Mosty Bratislavu a Bratislavéanov nespdjaju. Na-
opak, skor rozdeluji. Stary most md Sancu byt INY
a mal by sa stat mostom pre [udi. Navrh Zeleného
mosta je pokusom o vytvorenie jeho novej identi-
ty. Existujdci most sa pretransformuje na Cisto pesi
most — park. Iba ¢as a [udia vytvoria jeho novy pri-
beh. Mal by to byt pribeh Zivého a neustdle sa me-
niaceho organizmu.

Most ako kontinudlna cast zelenej krajiny vytvé-
ra prepojenie medzi novym linedrnym parkom na
favom brehu Dunaja a neformdlnou zelenou pravou
stranou, kde sa napdja na hrddzu a Sad Janka Krala.
Scénicky park nie je len spojnicou, ale aj plnohod-
notnym verejnym priestorom, ktorého kompoziciu
tvoria mikropriestory individudlneho a intimneho
charakteru.

Through its characteristic form and history, the
Old Bridge has become the symbol of connection
between the two river banks with different urban
development. It is the only bridge with a direct
pedestrian link to the old town, and paradoxically,
its industrial appearance has the human and urban
scale. The oldest bridge over the River Danube in
Bratislava no longer meets the technical criteria and
its future has become a major issue. We are pre-
senting our proposal to contribute to open discus-
sion that should always take place in the dynamic
development of the city.

Bridges do not connect Bratislava and its
citizens. On the contrary, they divide them. There
is an opportunity for the Old Bridge to be different
and become a real bridge for people. The proposal
for the Green Bridge is an attempt to create its new
identity. The existing bridge will be transformed
into a fully pedestrian bridge - park. Only time and
people will determine its new story. It should be the
story of a living and constantly changing organism.

The bridge as a continuous part of green land-
scape creates a connection between the new linear
park on the left river bank and the informal green
right river bank linking into the Janko Kral Park and
the recreational route along the Danube. The scenic
park is not only a link but also a fully functional
public space consisting of individual micro spaces of
intimate character.
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
